Some examples:

They cut funding to government services and then blame those services for failing. They use any flaw
in government as an excuse for cutting that part of government. They hide behind messages like
“choice” and "fiscal responsibility” and “efficiency” when what they're really saying is “you're on
your own.” These ideological arguments are just plain wrong. It's not the size of government that
should take priority; it's who our government is working for that really matters.

Individual Messages:

We are responsible for caring for our veterans. Reckless budget cuts, masquerading in the name of fiscal
responsibility, speak loud and clear to our vets: “You're on your own.” Is that what our military says to us when
our country is threatened?

Every day 22 veterans commit suicide, while the best Congress money can buy tries to find even more ways to
cut vital services to veterans and other Americans. The toll is heavy, the cost is great. This is fiscal iresponsibility
at its morally repugnant worst. Our veterans don’t have to be homeless, don’'t have to commit suicide, don't
have to become addicted, and don't have to be jobless or career-less. We need lawmakers with the political
backbone to STOP THE CUTS to vital services, and STOP THE TAX BREAKS to the powerful few, and STOP
PRIVATIZATION of essential services.

Reckless budget cuts to vital services for veterans are not the way to keep our armed forces ready, or to care
properly for our froops and their families. Four of every fen homeless men in America are veterans. Many
struggle with chemical dependencies and mental health issues. They signed up to defend all of us; now it's our
responsibility to care for all of them. It is morally wrong to cut vital services for veterans and other Americans in
order to privatize those services.

To our Tea Party lawmakers: you can't be pro-military and at the same time treat veterans like they're second-
class citizens. That’s hypocrisy. We owe our military veterans for signing up to protect this country and for
ensuring the security of this country in a dangerous world. Protection costs frillions of dollars, and spending a few
billion dollars caring for our veterans is part of the cost of that protection.

How Arizona Measures Up

You may have heard about the recently published “2015 Kids Count Data Book” by the Annie E. Casey
Foundation. Arizona was a poor national contender ranking 46th for child well-being. The four categories are
shown with Arizona's rank: Economic Well-Being (42), Education (44), Health (42), and Family/Community
(46). 26% of Arizona's children live in poverty, 67% are not receiving preschool education, and 72% of our
fourth graders are not proficient readers. National averages are 22%, 54%, and 66%, respectively. Early
childhood development is linked to financial stability in adulthood.

America was founded on the principle of equality and opportunity despite the circumstances of birth, but in a
practical sense, Arizona is looking toward a grim economic future if our legislature chooses not to invest in the
workforce of tomorrow.
